Bonastre, Baix Penedès, Catalunya 

Varieties 
Primarily Macabeu and Parellada,  

with a little Vinyater and Garnatxa Blanca  

Vineyard 

From organically farmed parcels of 30 to 50-year-old 
vines planted on clay, limestone and gypsum soils at 

180-300 meters elevation in Bonastre, a 5 minute drive 
from the Mediterranean Sea. 

Vinification Method 

The grapes were hand harvested, destemmed, crushed 
and skin macerated for 2-3 days before gently pressing 

to stainless steel tank. The wine rested in tank on fine 
lees before bottling the following spring without fining, 

filtering, or sulfur addition.
